Thermostatic Shower Controls

Berkeley Homes fitted shower units in some properties Providence Square, pictures of which are at the end of this document.  

Limescale can build up in the thermostatic control valve, making it difficult to properly adjust the temperature of the shower.

We discovered that these units were supplied by Gummers, which now trades as Sirrus.  See www.sirrusshowers.com (0121 706 2241) and their website for spare parts www.shower-spare-parts.com.  The shower model is TS1850 or TS1875.  

Sirrus will send you instructions on how to fix the thermostatic control valve yourself or you can arrange for one of their engineers/plumbers to visit.
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
